AY 2006-2007

This is the first department survey that the American Sociological Association (ASA) has fielded since AY 2000-2001.  We have received many requests from chairs to update the information, and the purpose of this survey of the universe of baccalaureate and graduate programs in sociology is to do so.  The survey consists of 6 sections:  department structure, baccalaureate program, graduate program, faculty, resources, and assessment of student learning.  We have kept much of the survey consistent with the AY 2000-2001 department survey so that trend analysis is possible.   Many of the questions ask you to provide numbers for academic year (AY) 2006-2007 that includes September 2006 through August 2007.  Others ask for information about fall 2007. Please do not answer “don’t know,” if at all possible, so we have maximum data for comparing like departments. Thank you in advance for providing information about your department.  It will not be made available in disaggregated form, except to your own department.  Aggregated information will benefit the entire discipline, and comparing like departments will help yours as well.
